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THE REV. RALPH W. STOODY

The Rev. Ralph W. Stoody was the first general secretary of the Commission
on Public Relations and Methodist Information of The Methodist Church
(predecessor to present United Methodist Communications). Dr. Stoody
served in that position from 1940 to 1964. Educated at Ohio Wesleyan,
Columbia and Harvard universities; Boston University School of Theology;
and what is now Garrett-Evangelical Theological Seminary, he was a pastor,
journalist, war correspondent, author, speaker and magician. His charisma
earned the remark by a colleague, “You put the sparkle into Christianity.”
Dr. Stoody was indeed the master of the magic of words. Dr. Stoody died
in 1979.

THE REV. ARTHUR WEST

The Rev. Arthur West was a pastor, author, communicator and pioneer in
religion journalism. He served 27 years in communications within The United
Methodist Church. His last appointment before retirement in 1975 was as
head of the Division of Public Media with United Methodist Communications.
Dr. West was educated at Missouri Wesleyan College and Baker University.
He held degrees from Boston University School of Theology and studied
journalism at Northwestern University. He served terms as religion editor
of the Providence (R.l.) Journal and Bulletin and the Bangor (Maine) Daily
News. One of Dr. West's “truisms”: “People have the right to know what
is going on in their church. Our function is to report the news objectively
whether we agree with it or not.” Dr. West died in 2005.

Offered by United Methodist Communications

One annual award: $6,000

Criteria: Must be a United Methodist student who intends to pursue a career in religion journalism
or communications and is enrolled in graduate study at a school in the United States.

Furposcs:

To enable the recipient to continue graduate studies in religion journalism and to promote a level of
excellence in communication at the graduate level. The term “‘communication” is meant to cover such
media as audiovisual, electronic, and print journalism.

The Stoody-West Fellowship is offered annually in recognition of the late Reverends Stoody and
West, leaders in religion journalism at United Methodist Communications.

Applicantsz

One fellowship will be awarded each year to the best United Methodist candidate. Employees of
United Methodist Communications and members of the General Commission on Communication are
not eligible for the fellowship.

Submission deadline:

Completed applications must be postmarked no later than March 15 of each calendar year.
Incomplete applications will not be submitted to the committee for consideration.

Review process:

The Stoody-West Fellowship Committee will meet around the first of April to review all completed
applications and to make the selection for the award. Finalists may be called by the committee for a
brief telephone interview. The winner will be notified by telephone soon after the selection has been
made. All other applicants will receive written notice of the decision of the committee.
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APPlicants arcjuclgccl on five criteria:

Christian commitment and involvement in the life of The United Methodist Church

Academic achievement as revealed by transcripts, grade point average, and the required letters
of reference

Journalistic experience and/or evidence of journalistic talent

Clarity of purpose in plans and goals for the future

Potential professional ability as a religion communicator

Award PI"OCCSS:

One half of the $6,000 award will be paid after the recipient provides proof of enrollment in an
graduate program in an accredited school or department of journalism in the United States. The
remainder of the award will be paid after the recipient provides proof of enroliment for the spring
term. The award will not be paid for summer sessions.

(a) one from your local church pastor or a denominational official;
(b) one from the chairperson of the department in which you are majoring as a graduate student;
and
(c) one from an employer or supervisor in a position to evaluate your journalistic skills.
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Checklist:

Submit an essay of not more than 500 words about your commitment to the Christian faith,
your interest in religion communication and how you see the two intersecting in your life presently
and in your future.

Submit three examples of your journalistic work (audiovisual, electronic, print).
Note: If sending physical materials, these will not be returned to you after the committee has
completed its selection.

Send a recent photograph of yourself (hi-resolution digital photo in JPG format), preferably
head and shoulders, suitable for publicity use if you are awarded the fellowship.
