FROM ANXIETY TO JOY—Philippians 4:1-9
It’s important not to glorify or minimize 
suffering. And we don’t want to confuse 
clinical depression that requires a doctor’s 
intervention with situational crisis. But when 
prayer connects you with the deep love of 
God, joy begins to stir in your heart.

Paul wrote this letter of thanksgiving to the 
church in Philippi while he was imprisoned. 
Even in a first-century prison, he was able to 
express his understanding of the deep joy 
and peace that comes as recipients of God’s 
grace through Jesus Christ. 

Writing to people who were under Roman 
occupation, Paul encouraged them to work 
out their differences. 

They needed one another to be strong in 
their community so that together they could 
face the fear and anxiety of the world in 
which they lived. 

He urged them “in everything by prayer and 
supplication…let your requests be made 
known to God” (Philippians 4:6, NRSV). 
He said this, not to make their problems go 
away, but so that in connection with the Holy 

One, they would experience “the peace of 
God, which surpasses all understanding” 
(Philippians 4:7, NRSV). 

Paul also seems to encourage the practice of 
positive thinking not in a “fake it till you make 
it” kind of way but to be aware constantly 
of the sense of God’s goodness even when 
there are challenges. He reminds us to rejoice 
because we are resurrection people. 

Wherever you find yourself spiritually today, 
I pray that you will allow this letter from Paul 
to remind you that God is with you through 
every circumstance. 

Today is United Methodist Student Day 
and we give thanks for the students among 
us who are growing into strong leaders. We are mindful that they may be struggling 

financially, spiritually or emotionally. They are 
preparing themselves to face a world that in 
many ways is broken and hurting.

Paul sure sets a pretty high expectation 
with this statement. 

I wonder if you have had seasons where 
you felt like you were in the wilderness—a 
time where nothing made sense, or when 
circumstances in your life felt completely 
out of your control. Perhaps you are going 
through a time like that right now. 

Rejoice in the Lord always?

In times of crisis it can feel especially hard 
to be open to the presence of God. 
When the anxiety or heartache begins to 
consume us, there is little room for anything 
but grief or fear. And certainly it is a stretch 
to expect rejoicing. 

True joy that is found as recipients of God’s 
love is more than just a sense of feeling 
happy, however. And as Paul expresses in 
the Letter to the Philippians, when we make 
that deep connection, our anxiety can be 
transformed into joy. 

(If you are comfortable doing so, share a time 
with the congregation that prayer sustained 
you through a difficult circumstance even 
though the situation itself might not have 
changed. Perhaps share a story about a 
struggle in college or seminary.) 

In my own time of crisis, I was part of a prayer 
group. And I have no doubt that those prayers 
sustained me during that time, not only 
through my own discipline of daily connecting 
with God, but because of the collective 
prayers of the small group that transcended 
any one person. 

My prayer life was deepening and while I’m 
not sure I was “happy” all the time, I was 
experiencing a deep joy and sense of peace. 

It was beginning to be well with my soul.  And 
I felt like I wanted to share this sense of joy. I 
wanted others to know about this experience 
that comes when we realize that pain, anxiety 
and struggle are not all there is.

1. IN SOME CIRCLES, THERE SEEMS TO BE A TREND THAT BELIEVES ACADEMICS AND 

FAITH ARE MUTUALLY EXCLUSIVE. There is a belief that if you are religious you can’t be intellectual. Yet the seeds of the 

Methodist movement began to grow in England at Oxford University. The people called 

Methodists came together, bringing their scholarly intellect, love of God, and love of people 

together in holiness clubs. The Wesleyan quadrilateral encourages the reading of Scripture as 

the primary authority taking into account experience, reason, and tradition. We can believe in 

and appreciate science and the beauty of evolution. We can work for justice and peace. We 

can love God and follow Jesus Christ. In fact, as United Methodists, that is exactly what is in 

our nature to do. 
How has your education shaped your faith and your understanding of Scripture?2. PAUL WROTE, “IN EVERYTHING BY PRAYER AND SUPPLICATION WITH THANKSGIVING 

LET YOUR REQUESTS BE MADE KNOWN TO GOD.” During most of his life, John Wesley would 
wake up at 4 a.m. and devote his first four 
hours to seeking God. As he got older, he spent as much as eight hours a day in prayer. Can you imagine what might happen in the world if each one of us spent even an hour in prayer each day? What kind of transformation might happen 

in our very souls? 
Share a time that prayer had an impact 
on a situation in your life.

FOCUS ON WHAT IS GOOD HELPS KEEP 
OUR RELATIONSHIP WITH GOD STRONG. He encouraged the church to concentrate 

on “whatever is true, whatever is honorable, 
whatever is just, whatever is pure, whatever 
is pleasing, whatever is commendable.” Paul wrote this letter of thanksgiving from a 

first century prison. He had the capacity to 
understand, even in a challenging setting, the 
deep joy and peace that comes as a recipient 
of God’s grace through Jesus Christ.Writing to people who were struggling under Roman occupation, Paul asked them 

to be strong in their community. Focusing 
on “truth, honor and justice,” was a way to 
resist falling into despair or acting in ways 
that were contrary to God’s will. Even in the 
midst of an unjust situation, together they 
could face the fear and anxiety of the world 
in which they lived.
Where in our society do you see a lack of truth, honor or justice? How do these 

issues interfere with young people’s ability 
to receive a strong education? How do 
you think the church might address these 
concerns today?

4. EDUCATION IS A CORE VALUE OF THE UNITED METHODIST CHURCH THAT 
DATES BACK TO THE EARLIEST DAYS OF 
THE METHODIST MOVEMENT IN 18TH-CENTURY ENGLAND. 

Richard Heitzenrater goes so far as to write in 
a summary of Wesley’s educational principles 
that John Wesley believed education is a “channel of self-understanding, which is crucial for salvation.”* 

Wesley believed everyone should have access to education regardless of gender or 
class. In 1748, he enlarged a school he had 
opened for the children of coal miners near 
Bristol and named it the Kingswood School. 
His goal for the school was to give young 
people a high-quality education so they could aspire to Cambridge or Oxford and to 

the professions. He championed education 
as a way to assure that leaders would act ethically and responsibly. 

Do you agree that higher education should 
be a priority for the church? How can our 
congregation best support high school and 
college students from our community?

Today you are going to make a prayer card for your school bag. When you feel sad, you can 

look at it and remember all of the ways that God shows love for you.
1.  Draw a cross in the middle of the paper   

using whatever color you want. 2.  Draw a picture of your favorite school outfit.
3. Write down your favorite activity.4. Draw a picture of a good friend.5. Write down your teacher’s name. 6.  Decorate the card with stickers or    
other decorations.

Pray:
Once everyone has decorated his or her prayer card, say a prayer:

“Dear God, Thank you for making this day. Thank you for these students. Give them courage, wisdom and joy.
As they study, work and play, may these cards remind them 

that you are always walking with them. 
Thank you, God, for teachers, classes and friends who are part of their daily lives. 

Thank you for sending Jesus. It’s in his name we pray. Amen.”

With prayer, song and a craft explain to students that God is with them in all seasons 
of their lives. Help them create a prayer card for their backpack as a reminder that 
they are surrounded by love.

DiScuSS:
Ask the students, “Who made today?”
Answer: The Lord.
Ask the students, “Are you glad for today? 
Why or why not?”
Listen for answers.

Ask, “Are there some days that sad things 
happen? Like what?”
Listen for answers. 

Say, “It’s okay to be sad when hard things 
happen. But remember that God loves you 
and wants what it best for you. So that is why 
even when sad things happen, we can also 
be happy because God loves us so much and 
gave us this day.”
