4. Cut out the cards: Use scissors or a paper cutter to separate each card along the dotted lines. 4. Set to “Portrait” orientation
5. Place and share: Put the cards in pew racks, bulletins, or high-traffic areas in your church. You See below for visual guide
can also hand them out during worship, Sunday School, or small group meetings.
